The objective of the activity is the full development of the INFOCOMM portal.

The Action

The Infocomm portal needs first to change technology in order to make it more user friendly (the current technology used dates back from 2000) and to facilitate its maintenance, its up-date and the development of commodity profiles. 

In order to reach a wider audience, many profiles which exist in one language will have to be translated in at least two other languages. The final result should be three languages for each profile: French, Spanish and English. 

The development of new profiles and the up-date of existing ones must continue in order to better answer the needs of beneficiaries. It is envisaged that at the end of this programme, Infocomm will contain information on a minimum of forty commodities under ten thematic issues: description, crop, quality, market, prices, economic policies, companies, uses, marketing chain and technology. Each commodity profile will be developed in three languages: English, French and Spanish. 

Background
Building on the experience UNCTAD has developed since 2000 in economic intelligence, knowledge management and information services, UNCTAD proposes to adapt the Infocomm portal for a wider audience, especially policy makers in developing countries and producers. In order to meet this challenge, the Infocomm portal needs to be upgraded, and its content to be fully translated, more developed and up-dated.
