Assess existing agricultural policies and trade policies for key agricultural and food products involved in the project in connection with the product development strategies elaborated by the ITC.
Latest news
An initial consultation mission was organised, and it was decided that the study would be presented at a regional policy workshop to be organised by CARICOM with funds from another FAO project. However, due to delays in that project and no request from the ITC strategy development process for specific policy studies, this activity was suspended.
The Action

FAO will carry out an appraisal of existing agricultural policies and relevant trade policies for key agricultural and food products in the region for all the commodities involved in the project. This will be compared and discussed in light of the product development strategies elaborated by the ITC for individual commodities, and in light of the present raising world market prices for the major agricultural and food commodities. 

The outcome will be presented and discussed at a regional policy workshop that is going to be organized by project GTFS-RLA-141-ITA in co-operation with the Caricom Secretariat in 2009; and it will allow to contribute additional insights in that initiative, and to fund wider participation of relevant stakeholders and international experts. 

This activity will be implemented by FAO in co-operation with the Caricom Secretariat and other relevant regional institutions to be identified.
