This project is now completed A consultant, , was recruited to: (1) provide an update on the Arabic gum sector which will inform future interventions of the World Bank in this area; and (2) design a training program at the appropriate level(s) of the value chain to be delivered during a subsequent contract under the same activity. The consultancy focused on: (1) improvement of plantation maintenance and tree-tapping techniques; and (2) and a commercially-oriented work on quality and market access. The consultant’s mission was completed in September, 2009

The Action

The output of the activity will be pilot actions and a training manual. There will be two main focus areas: (1) improvement of plantation maintenance and tree-tapping techniques; and (2) and a commercially-oriented work on quality and market access. Most probably training of trainers will take place in Chad’s five major production basins.

Background
The Chad Association for the Promotion of Arabic Gum (ATPGA) participated in the Kick-Off Workshop launching the EU-All ACP Commodities Program for Central Africa, which was held in Douala in May 6-8, 2008.
