The objective of the activity is to promote in the region Agricultural Commodity Exchanges as a tool for intra regional trade and export development.
Latest news
An UNCTAD consultant has performed a mission in each of the five countries (Uganda, Kenya, Malawi, Ethiopia, Zambia). A first draft of the reports on the review of the five concerned national exchanges and on the regional study on the creation of a regional platform are expected shortly.

A regional workshop covering primarily finance but also commodity exchanges, was organised in conjunction with COMESA and EAGC (East African Grain Council) in Sept/Oct 2009 in Lusaka. 

The Action
The activity will enhance five existing commodity exchanges - Ethiopia, Kenya, Zambia, Malawi and Uganda - through an in depth study, recommendations and experience sharing. It will also support the creation of a regional trade platform through a web linking these five existing national commodity exchanges. 

UNCTAD will organize an informal meeting to exchange experiences, discuss bottlenecks and draw recommendations to improve the functioning of the existing local exchanges, growth of participation, liquidity, etc. It will review study to assess ways of improving the scope of existing exchanges and formulation of recommendations in the five concerned countries. Using the results of the review study, it will carry out a regional study to assess the possibility to create a regional platform and formulate a roadmap for the existing COMEX to create linkages towards a regional platform. Il will organize a regional workshop in order to review the results and recommendation of the regional study and start the implementation of the regional trade platform.
