The objective of the activity is to support to the ITC strategy formulation by facilitating stakeholders in the realization of in-depth diagnosis of commodity chain and livelihood system, and to provide required information to underpin processes of diagnosis and strategy formulation. 
Latest news : The study focused on four representative fruits and vegetables in Samoa, namely head cabbage, tomatoes, papaya and breadfruit. The study was conducted between June 2009 and December 2009 with significant support from FAO staff. The study was undertaken by Edwin Tamasese a commercial farmer who also serves as deputy chair of the Samoan Fruit and Vegetable Sector Strategy National Coordinating Committee set up under the AAACP. As such, and given that it has been developed during the period in which implementation activities of the strategy have been under discussion, it has provided an important input to shaping the process.  The study has been reviewed and finalised by FAO and published as FAO AAACP Paper Series No. 10 (see below “read more”). It will continue to be used as a basis for discussion in sector development.
The Action
The outputs of the activity will be value chain studies in support of the process of value chain diagnosis and strategy formulation in Samoa (Fruits and Vegetables). In Fiji (Fruit and Vegetables) a recent study under FAO RPFS will be drawn upon.  These studies will be used as key information in the process of commodity chain diagnosis

In support of the process of value chain diagnosis and strategy formulation in the Samoan Fruit and Vegetable sector, FAO has commissioned a value chain study covering four representative fruits and vegetables. The study has been designed to inform the design of implementation activities. Initial findings are also being used in the finalisation of the implementation plan. 
A study was not planned for Fiji given that FAO had recently (2007) commissioned a similar study for the sector, which has been used to inform the ITC led process. Nevertheless, components of a value chain approach were used in undertaking the feasibility study.

Background
The activities are required as an input to the ITC process of value chain diagnosis to assist in the identification of specific activities required to strengthen value chains and target groups with which to collaborate. The activities are highly complementary to those initiated under the FAO Regional Programme on Food Security (RPFS).
