The objective of this activity is the design of at least two pilot operations aimed at enhancing fresh produce value chain development and marketing in the Eastern Highlands Province, Papua New Guinea.
Latest news : The work started in March, 2009. The work has provided the basis for a new World Bank operation, Productive Partnerships in Agriculture Project, PPAP. Recommendations from this activity will be implemented under Component 1 of the proposed PPAP (Institutional Strengthening and Industry Coordination).
The Action.

The objective of this activity is the design, in the framework of the forthcoming Productive Partnerships in Agriculture Project (PPAP) of at least two pilot operations aimed at enhancing fresh produce value chain development and marketing in the Eastern Highlands Province, Papua New Guinea, as part of the implementation of the National Agricultural Development Plan (NADP). The objective is to identify opportunities to add-value and/or diversify existing farming systems in coffee and cocoa-growing 
The output will be an implementable action plan including the identification of key partners (producers and producer groups, traders/supermarket chains, private extension agents and technical service providers) that could enter into productive partnerships agreements with targeted and quantified objectives.
The action plan will be implemented in the framework of the Productive Partnerships in Agriculture Project (PPAP) that is being prepared by the World Bank and other donors.
Background
The first Regional Kick-off workshop (KOW) held in Apia Samoa between 27th and 29th February 2008 provided valuable inputs to the IOs in planning programme activities. Following a series of practical exercises and discussions with participants, two broad sectors of development focus for the Programme in the Pacific Region were selected by the IOs: Tree crops and Fruits & Vegetables. The priority needs expressed for each broad sector that fall under World Bank responsibility within the AAACP included Fruit and vegetables in PNG (Fresh produce more broadly), Fiji and Samoa. In conjunction with the above outcome, the World Bank proposed this activity.
