UNCTAD and the Securities and Exchange Commission of Ghana (SEC-Ghana)'s Joint Workshop on "Charting the Way Forward Toward the Implementation of a Commodities Exchange and a Warehouse Receipt System in Ghana" was held from 15th- 16th September, 2010. The workshop came up with some results: (i) Sensitizing key policy makers on the need for a Commodities Exchange (CX) and a Warehouse Receipt System (WRS) in Ghana in order to promote economic growth and financial empowerment of farmers; (ii) Developing a road map towards a speedy implementation of the project; (iii) Sharing experiences and knowledge with experts from other African countries that have implemented a CX and WRS with the view to exploring lessons that could be learnt to avoid pitfalls and maximize benefits of a commodities market; and (iv) Helping drive the policy direction for a CX and WRS in Ghana 
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
