The activity aims at providing continued support to the work on the regional fruit fly initiative initiated in 2008 with the scientific guidance of the International Institute of Tropical Agriculture (IITA) in Cotonou (Benin).
Latest news

The project has established pilot orchards in eight countries, and much data has been collected from these pilots as the growing season ended in July, 2009. The data has been entered into a database which holds data from fly trapping exercises over the last two growing seasons. The AAACP-financed part of this activity is now complete, and the WTO-STDF will finance the next steps and preparatory work leading up to the 2010 mango season. 
The project document for the next phase of the WAFFI project (2010-11) was finalized and sent for approval by both AAACP and STDF. The grant proposal was approved at the STDF session in Geneva on December 10th, 2009. In 2010, WB-SDN will use € 75,000 to support WAFFI under Tranche 2 of the EU AAACP, and STDF will provide $550,000.  
For actions relating to the propagation, at the regional scale, of the proven fly population control methodologies developed by IITA, see 2.WST. D01. Activity completed.
The Action

A Quick start action (QSA) was completed in December, 2008. A new West African Fruit Fly Initiative (WAFFI) build on this QSA, aims to control fruit fly infestation in eight West African countries and includes trapping techniques, area treatment with GF-120, and Integrated Pest Management trials using weaver ants. A contract was issued to CIRAD of France for $300,000 for the period December, 2008 through October, 2009 to carry out the WB-SDN-financed par of the work. The project manager is Dr. J.F. Vayssières, the CIRAD entomologist, who is a world renowned specialist in fruit flies, based at the Cotonou station. The WTO’s Standards and Trade Development Facility is co-financing this activity with $280,000. WB-funded programs in the region also contribute to local costs.  Close coordination is kept with WAEMU on this program. The expected financing under this activity will also help bridge the gap until 2010 when the multi-donor funding of the EU-sponsored action plan (proposed by the Italtrade study) is likely to take place.
Background
A new species of fruit fly, Bactrocera invadens, has appeared in West Africa a few years ago and has been posing increasing contamination problems to mango exporters, leading to a shortening of the harvest season. This plague threatens to ruin efforts to develop viable and profitable fruit export sectors in many countries and to reduce incomes for hundreds of farmers and operators in these sectors. An initiative was launched by COLEACP in 2006/07, with support from the EU and World Bank, to try to define and disseminate efficient methods to control the infestation.

The final report covering activities financed under the AAACP is now available. The report presents four main results: 

· Fruit fly infestation in the pilot orchards has been significantly reduced; 

· Knowledge of fluctuation in the populations of the various fruit fly species in the targeted Agro-Ecological Zones (AEZ) has been documented; 

· Treatments with GF-120 have had globally positive results in pilot orchards as compared with other orchards in the same AEZ; 

· Five additional technical fiches have been designed and produced for use in training, which complements the first five fiches designed and produced under WAFFFI 2008-2009.
