The objective of this activity is a detailed report outlining the major findings and recommendations, and an action plan for their implementation.

The Action

The objective of this activity is to support Burkina Faso in assessing the performance of current technology, acquiring more appropriate technology, consolidating and organizing the industry, and ensure continued and sustained growth in dried mango production. The study is expected to provide technical advice to government and stakeholders for this "cottage industry" to move toward a semi-industrial scale, and for actors to define some basic rules and codes of practice governing export operations. The team of consultants should include a food technology expert and a marketing expert. The counter-part project in Burkina is the IDA-funded agricultural value chain support project (PAFASP).

Background
The mango processing sector of Burkina Faso has been expanding recently particularly in the dried mango and fair trade segments of the export market to the EU. Processing of the fruit is very important because it offers a good value addition and allows for high volumes to be utilized. However the type of technology remains currently artisanal and the market segments that are supplied by Burkina relatively marginal.
