The activity will provide training and capacity building to selected institutions and organisations on supply chain risk assessment, price risk management and weather risk management.

Latest news
A detailed strategy and plan has been compiled by WB-ARMT detailing the mechanisms for capacity transfer (ensuring the delivery of the training materials to target audiences and clients in ACP countries). In the majority of cases, the training courses will not be delivered by WB-ARMT staff or consultants, but rather will be delivered through partner organizations contracted by WB-CRMG. WB-ARMT will be identifying country, regional, and global partners that can deliver the risk management training courses to clients. WB-ARMT will provide training in the course materials to these third-party organizations who will then deliver training directly to targeted beneficiaries or organizations that have outreach to these clients.
The Action

The primary objective of this activity will be to provide intensive training to selected institutions and organisations in the region to enable them to undertake provision of services and training of others in these risk management fields (to at least an intermediate level). Linked with this objective, the beneficiaries will also receive assistance in planning their activities in such a way as to enable their long term sustainability. The secondary objective will be to create a practitioners network with other regions in the ACP to enable them to share experiences and knowledge in the future.

Training and capacity building will be provided in: supply chain risk assessment, price risk management. And weather risk management. The training will be provided directly to institutions and/or organisations that will be selected through the use of agreed criteria and interactive consultation with WB-SDN and other IOs. The training should also be made available simultaneously to individuals from neighbouring countries (to facilitate the creation of networks in the region itself).  

Background
In addition to the demand for access to information on general agriculture risk management and specifically price and weather risk management, there is a clear need and demand for longer term capacity to be available in the region itself.
